Frederike Huygen is an art and design historian. She has been a curator for at 

the Boijmans van Beuningen Museum in Rotterdam and has written many 

publications on design. She is also the chair of the Dutch Design History 

Foundation.

He co-

founded the Werkplaats Typografie in Arnhem in 1998 and also teaches at the 

Graphic Design Department of Yale University School of Art (New Haven, US). 

Furthermore, he gives lectures and workshops all over the world. The latest 

book about his work is Karel Martens – Full Color (2013, Ginza Graphic Gallery
